130.1 – No specific assurance requirement
522.1 – DOE requires FI to do a biennial review of prices charged.  No specific assurance requirement.
534.1B – Has many requirements, but no specific assurance requirement.  Order being updated, but it’s a slow process.

Other orders for which FI provides a supporting role:  412.1A, 413.1A (not assigned to FI, but annual assurance letter staffed out by FI), 413.3A, 430.1B

FI also has several recurring audits.
Annual FRA Financial Statement Audit – KPMG.  Letter of Representation required – to be signed by C. Conger, M. Rhoades, B. Chrisman.
Annual Cost Allowability Audit – IG required.  Very extensive audit of an audit.
Annual DOE Financial Statement Audit.
Internal audits.

Contract requirements
Statement of Costs Incurred & Claimed – Due 11/15 for prior fiscal year.

Functional Support Cost Report – Annual report.
Yr. End & 3rs Qtr. Close Submissions
Many others required by DOE.
