	Introduction of Greg Bock as a science representative.  The AC determined the need for another rep from the sciences, because Young-Kee Kim is not available to attend the meetings.
V. White suggests the AC revisit the Charter.  Agenda Item for next meeting – review Charter (available at the link below – click the “Documents” tab).  Link to AC web page sent to G. Bock for his review.

Slide presentation on Financial Management Assurance.  C. Conger described the background of A-123; discussed the requirements, explained processes > risks > CAPs.  Travel and the Procard are recent additions to the processes and sub-processes examination.  Discussed the evolution from A-123 to FMA.  Originally scheduled for implementation in October, 2009, but the date is being pushed up to roll out sometime in May.
Contractor Assurance audit – reviewed 226.1A – concentrated this time on safety only.  Will encompass everything next year at this time.

KPMG letter – Comment for 2008 to review Medical & Dental claims paid by CIGNA.  Agreed to review several random claims semi-annually.  Should this issue be tracked in the IMS, and when will it be considered resolved?  It was decided that it should be placed into the tracking system, and it will be open until it is resolved with the next KPMG letter.
Prior year comments have all been resolved.  C. Conger will close them out.

B. Chrisman addressed Greg Bock’s role in the Assurance Council.  AC issues impinge on science.  Some issues discussed in the AC meetings are not being communicated to the entire lab, but should be.  The AC needed more complete representation because of that.
In reviewing the Charter, think about the impact on science, rather than just support functions.
