A.   Discussions
· LBNE Office Planning (J. Strait)
Jim Strait led a discussion of the office needs for the LBNE project office, including existing space, options for the use of Building 327, and consideration of the use of CDF trailer space.  Slides from this talk are being made available on the MPTF website.  Discussion points included:
· Could LBNE move into Building 327 without modifications?  No, there are no walled offices with doors.

· Could LBNE move into the trailers now?  Could be a combination of offices in the trailers and open cubicles in Building 327.  Would want to use the trailers directly West of Bldg 327 or the ones going West along Road D.
· Jim has also looked at the Lab C-D bridge building, but the space is too small.

· Randy brought up the issue of the lab’s compliance with the Guiding Principles.  It may be necessary to bring Building 327 into compliance if we move forward with the modifications as planned.  No closure on this point

· Jim and Young-Kee discussed funding for the modifications, but no conclusions were reach
· LBNE Facility Needs (J. Strait)

Jim continued through his slides, discussing other facility needs outside those being constructed by the project.  He identified a number of options for re-use of existing lab buildings, including potential use of Wide Band, PC-4, SciBooNE enclosure, D-0, and a portion of ICB.  These spaces would be used for activities such as beamline magnet, horn and power supply assembly, near detector and Cherenkov detector development.
