· Much of the day was spent familiarizing Jamie with the latest progress on the IARC OTE building and Industrial Area Site Upgrades.

· Also discussed a number of master planning concepts

· The standing task force meeting followed with general discussion about the developing IARC building design, the beginnings of master planning, and the interdependencies of the two processes.  Highlight comments included:
·  The OTE is neither an iconic building on our site nor a simple service building, we need to understand what this means to its design
· We need to establish a landscape vocabulary, including lighting as a unifying element, that can be used in the IARC/Industrial area and be extended throughout the site

· The design of the IARC building is solid, but we need to overlay it on our vision of the entire site

· The beamline berms can no longer be counted on to establish the geometry of our site, we should be looking for a new basis for site planning direction

· Relative to improving the connection between WH and IARC (and other points around the site)

· How do we establish a time and dollar efficient shuttle service?
· Can use landscaping as wind shield for walkers

· Can use excess enclosure hoops as way stops along walking paths

· Follow up discussion with Pier, Young Kee, Randy, Ed, and Jamie regarding potential input from Jamie as we move forward with the IARC design and master planning efforts:

· Periodic review and input into IARC design, especially covering  (need to discuss appropriate timing for this with HOK)

· Integration of building/site design into overall site
· treatment of north face window wall façade

· treatment of windows in lunchroom

· use of light(ing) as a design element, both interior and exterior

· Design of walkway between WH and IARC/Industrial campus
