Norovirus.” It is interesting to see a casino
taking interest in the virus, which is behind
many bouts of diarrhea and vomiting, since
the virus has favorable odds.

Although more prevalent in the winter,
Norovirus has ruined many spring and
summer vacations.

This virus accounts for 66 percent of food-
borne illness and infects one in 10 Americans
annually. Like the common cold, it evades our
immune systems by constantly changing
structure.

You can increase your odds of preventing
infection in several ways:

. Wash your hands. The majority of cases
are transmitted person to person.

Be aware of what you touch: Airplane
seatbacks on the aisle have proven to
harbor a large amount of this virus.

. Consider your food choices: Once
contaminated, cold foods stay that way.
