Fermilab’s first cryomodule test facility will consist of two
new structures adjacent to NML. One will house the
testing area and the other will house the compressor for
the test area’s refrigerator.

Fermilab has been working for years to develop the new
infrastructure it takes to build and test superconducting
radio-frequency cavities, said Jay Theilacker of
Fermilab’s Accelerator Division.

“Our future is going to involve machines that have SRF
cavities in them,” Theilacker said. “Building this new
facility is an important step.”
