CMS cavern ready for its detector
On 1 February 2005, the cavern for the 
CMS detector at CERN was inaugurated 
in a ceremony attended by many guests, 
including the Spanish and Italian 
ambassadors to the United Nations and 
representatives of the construction 
companies. 

The hand-over of this cavern, a gigantic 
underground structure 100 m 
underground near the village of Cessy in 
France, marks the end of the large-scale 
civil-engineering work for the Large 
Hadron Collider (LHC) at CERN. The 
second of the new caverns for the LHC 
experiments, the CMS cavern is the result 
of several years of work by a consortium 
of Italian, Spanish, British, Austrian and 
Swiss civil-engineering companies. 
Problems arising from the local geology 
made it a spectacular feat of engineering.
